DATE; MOTION TO ACCELERATE

Counsel for Staff of the Utilities Division (“Staff”) of the Arizona Corporation Commission
(“Commission”) had originally indicated to Counsel for Johnson Utilities, L.L.C. (“Johnson”), that so
long as the hearing date was as close to July 13, 2004 as possible, Staff would not object to a brief
extension, due to the fact that Counsel for Johnson would be out of the state. Staff now believes that;
given the gravity of the situation affecting the area that is requested to be transferred from Arizona
Utility Supply & Services, L.L.C. (“AUSS”) to Johnson, this hearing needs to be accelerated to a date
earlier than July 9, 2004. Staff believes this is necessary because of recent information from the
Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (“ADEQ”), indicating that AUSS’> wastewater
treatment facilities cannot properly treat the wastewater flows and that spillage from the effluent
storage ponds is imminent. While Staff continues to work with ADEQ, AUSS, and Johnson, having

this matter quickly adjudicated is a necessary component to any permanent solution.
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Counsel for Staff has spoken with Counsel for Johnson, Mr. Shapiro, who has indicated no
objection, so long as the hearing is not held June 10 through June 14, 2004 and July 8 through
July 12, 2004. Counsel for Staff was unable to reach Counsel for AUSS, Mr. Zimmerman or Ms.
Keeling for AUSS’ response to an accelerated hearing date request from Staff. Counsel for Staff is

available except on June 22, 23 and the morning of June 25, 2004.
