AMENDED RATE CASE 
PROCEDURAL ORDER 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On July 9, 2004, Pineview Water Company, Inc. (“Pineview” or “Company”) filed the above- 

;aptioned rate application with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”). 

On September 13, 2004, the Commission issued a Rate Case Procedural Order setting this 

matter for hearing to commence on March 7,2005 and setting associated procedural deadlines. 

On October 1, 2004, the Company filed a letter requesting that the hearing date be 

rescheduled to February 24, 2005; that the date for filing rebuttal testimony be moved from February 

22,2005 to February 10, 2005; that the date for filing objections to prefiled testimony be moved from 

March 3,2005 to February 21, 2005; and that the final date for serving discovery requests be moved 

from February 25, 2005 to February 15, 2005. The Company’s letter stated that the Commission’s 

Utilities Division Staff (“Staff’) concurred with the Company’s request, and that the Company and 

Staff agree that no other specified dates would need to be revised. 

The Company’s request is reasonable and timely and should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the hearing shall be rescheduled fiom March 7,2005, to 

February 24, 2005 at 1O:OO a.m., or as soon thereafter as is practical, at the Commission’s offices, 

1200 West Washington, Phoenix, Arizona 85007. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any rebuttal testimony and associated exhibits to be 

presented at hearing by the Company shall be reduced to writing and filed on or before February 10, 

2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any objections to any testimony or exhibits which have 
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been prefiled as of February 10,2005, shall be made on or before February 21,2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that no discovery requests shall be served after February 15, 

2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the notice the Company mails to its customers in 

accordance with the first Rate Case Procedural Order shall reflect the hearing date of February 24, 

2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the remaining provisions and procedural deadlines set forth 

in the first Rate Case Procedural Order, issued on September 13,2004, shall remain in effect. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-113 - Unauthorized 

Communications) applies to this proceeding and shall remain in effect until the Commission’s 

Decision in this matter is final and non-appealable. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the time periods specified herein shall not be extended 

pursuant to Rule 6(a) or (e) of the Rules of Civil Procedure. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive 

any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
