On May 24,2004, the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) issued Decision No. 

66994 in the above-captioned matter. As part of the Decision, the Commission ordered that a public 

comment hearing be scheduled regarding the proposed rule making to amend transportation rules 

Arizona Administrative code (“A.A.C.”) R14-5-202, R14-5-203, R14-5-204, and R14-5-205 to 

incorporate the most recent amendments to the Code of Federal Regulations (“CFR”), Title 49, Parts 

191,192,193,195,199 and Part 40. 

By Procedural Order dated May 27,2004, public comment was scheduled for July 19,2004 at 

1O:OO a.m., and various deadlines were set for the submission of written comment. 

Public comment was held as scheduled on July 19, 2004. Representatives for Staff of the 

Utilities Division (“Staff ’), Arizona Utility Group (“AUG”), Southwest Gas (“SWG”), El Paso 

Pipeline Group (“El Paso”), and the City of Mesa participated. 

During the course of public comment, AUG, SWC and the City of Mesa indicated that they 

intend to submit revisions to the proposed language contained in A.A.C. R14-5-202(S).

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iugust 30, 2004, Staff shall file written comments on or before August 16, 2004, which respond to 

WG’s July 14, 2004 proposed amendment to A.A.C. R14-5-202(0), comments made at the public 

omment hearing not previously responded to, and suggested language for A.A.C. R14-5-202(S). If 

ny amendments to the rules are thereby proposed, Staff shall indicate which, if any, of the 

lmendments are substantive in nature and whether notice of the rule as amended is required. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any comments relating to Staffs August 16, 2004 filing 

,hall be filed on or before August 30,2004.
