UNS Gas, Inc. hereby submits its comments related to Staffs proposed amendments to the 

Arizona Corporation Commission's (Commission) Pipeline Safety Rules, A.A.C. R14-5-202 

through A.A.C. R14-5-205. UNS Gas generally supports the proposed amendments, and is only 

commenting on one section, R14-5-202(S). 

In this section, the proposed rule states that an operator must report a pipe failure to the 

Commission's Office of Pipeline Safety. For clarification purposes, UNS Gas proposes that the 

following language be added to R14-5-202(S)( 1): 

If an operator of an intrastate natural gas, other gas, or hazardous liquid pipeline removes a 

portion of a pipeline that failed for any reason other than observable external corrosion or third 

party damage, improper installation, poor workmanship, and manufacturing defect, the 

operator shall retain the portion that was removed and shall notifl the Office of Pipeline Safety of 

the removal within two hours after the removal is complete. 

UNS Gas believes that this additional language will provide clarity as to the types of 

failures that do not need to be reported to the Commission Office of Pipeline Safety.
