however, in light of the extremely volatile power markets, Cap Rock and Citizens have been
devoting their attention to the resolution of these issues in light of the impacts they may have
on this transaction.

Cap Rock and Citizens agree to report back on the status of the matter in 30 days. To

address the Staff’s concern set forth in Staff’s Response, Cap Rock and Citizens agree to
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waive all facets of the timeclock rule set forth in A.A.C. R14-2-212.E.

We hereby respectfully request the continued suspension of the above-captioned

matter as proposed herein.
