PROCEDURALORDER 

On March 10, 2000, Citizens Utilities Company (“Citizens”) and Cap Rock Energy 

Corporation (“Cap Rock”) filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commissioq”) a joint 

application for approval of the sale of certain electric utility properties in Arizona and the transfer of 

the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (“Certificate”) from Citizens and its Arizona Electric 

Division to Cap Rock. Our May 22, 2000 Procedural Order set the matter for hearing commencing 

on September 6, 2000. On August 11, 2000, Cap Rock and Citizens filed a request to modify our 

May 22,2000 Procedural Order (“Request”). 

In the Request, Cap Rock and Citizens indicated additional time was needed to respond to 

various developments and pre-filed testimony of other parties. Cap Rock and Citizens proposed new 

procedural dates of approximately two months later than the existing dates. Further, Citizens and 

Cap Rock indicated all parties to the case had been contacted and all consented to the proposed delay. 

Based on the above, we find the Request should be granted. Accordingly, we shall modify 

our May 22,2000 Procedural Order as follows:

)resented at hearing by Cap Rock and Citizens shall be reduced to writing and filed on or before 4:OO 

).m. on January 5,2001. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any surrebuttal testimony and associated exhibits to be 

)resented by the Staff or Intervenors shall be reduced to writing and filed on or before 4:OO p-m. on 

‘anuary 26,200 1. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any objections to any testimony or exhibits which have 

leen prefiled as of January 26,2001 shall be made on or before February 1,2001. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive 

my portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
