BY THE COMMISSION:

On January 8, 1999, U S West Communications, Inc. (“U S West” or “Company”) filed with
the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) a rate application.

On February 26, 1999, the Utilities Division Staff (“Staff”) of the Commission filed a letter
indicating that U S West’s rate application was sufficient and classifying the utility as a Class A
utility.

Our March 4, 1999 Procedural Order set the hearing and dates to file testimony.

On August 11, 1999, Staff filed a Motion for an Extension of the Dates for Filing Testimony
and Hearing (“Motion”). According to Staff, the Commission soon will be issuing an Order in
Docket No. T-01051B-97-0689 (“Depreciation Docket”) establishing new depreciation rates for U S.
West. Staff opined that it would be less confusing and more productive if the new depreciation rates
that were ultimately adopted were reflected in U S West’s schedules before the parties filed their
initial testimony. In addition, Staff indicated a second consultant has recently been hired to evaluate
whether a form of alternative regulation would be appropriate for U S West. Staff’s second
consultant needs additional time for discovery and analysis.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that our March 4, 1999 Procedural Order is hereby amended
as follows:
