21 | because the parcel of land which is the subject of this proceeding has been sold and placed in escrow.
22 ) The Company is requesting an indefinite continuance and is requesting that the time-frame pursuant
23 | to A.A.C. R14-2-411(C) be suspended until the new property owner is ready to go forward. Staff
24 1 does not oppose the Company’s Motion.

25 Accordingly, the Company’s Motion for an indefinite continuance should be granted and the
26 | time-clock suspended.

27 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that Beardsley Water Company’s Motion to Continue is
28 | hereby granted.
