On February 14, 2005, Southland Sanitation Co. (“Applicant”) filed an application 
with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) to delete a portion of its 
service territory under its existing Certificate of Convenience and Necessity to 
provide wastewater utility service.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Applicant shall file certifications of mailing and 

mblication as soon as practicable after the mailing and publication have been completed. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that notice shall be deemed complete upon mailing and 

3ublication, notwithstanding the failure of an individual customer to read or receive the notice. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Staff shall file its Staff Report and associated exhibits to be 

xesented at the hearing on or before May 18,2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any objection or response by the Applicant to the Staff 

3eport shall be made in writing and filed on or before June 1,2005. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-113-Unauthorized 

Clommunications) applies to this proceeding as the matter is now set for public hearing. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the time periods specified herein shall not be extended 

mrsuant to Rule 6(a) or (e) of the Rules of Civil Procedure. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive 

my portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
