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RESPONSE TO STAFF’S REQUEST FOR PROCEDURAL ORDER

Verizon Communications Inc. (“Verizon”) and MCI, Inc. (“MCI”) (collectively the
“Companies”), hereby respond to Arizona Corporation Commission Staff’s (“Staff”) Request for
a Procedural Order, which was filed in the above-captioned matter (“Staff’s Request”).

On April 13, 2006, the Companies filed a Joint Notice of Intent, pursuant to A.A.C. R14-
2-803, for Verizon’s proposed acquisition of MCI. Subsequent to the filing of the Notice of
Intent, it was discovered that predecessor companies of Verizon were granted waivers of the
Affiliated Interest Rules and, therefore, were not required to obtain Commission approval of two
prior mergers. The Companies have delayed in responding to the Staff’s Request while they were

evaluating these waivers. The Companies will address those waivers in a future pleading.
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In the meantime, the Companies have been working with Staff regarding a procedural
schedule. The following procedural schedule has been mutually agreed upon by the Staff and the
Companies.
