If Functionality Workshop and Request for Procedural Conference. 

On October 24, 2001, Arizona Corporation Commission Staff (“Staff”) filed a Motion to 

ieschedule Functionality Workshop and Request for a Procedural Conference. 

A Procedural Conference was held on October 26, 2001, for the purpose of discussing 

icheduling issues. 

Staff requested that the Functionality Workshop currently set to commence November 5, 

2001, be rescheduled for November 27 ~ 30,2001. Staffs request is occasioned on a 10 day delay in 

.he issuance of the Draft Functionality Report and the desire and need to give parties sufficient time 

:o review the report and underlying documentation, to formulate and submit written questions and for 

:he OSS Test Administrator to respond to the parties’ questions prior to the Workshop. 

Qwest protested the need for a three-week delay when the Functionality Report was only 

lelayed 10 days. 

The current schedule was set with the understanding that that the parties would have a 

ninimum of 21 days to review the draft reports and that CAP Gemini Ernest & Young Telecom 
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Media and Networks (“CGE&Y”) would respond to written questions prior to the workshops. The 

delay in the issuance of the Draft Functionality Report, the complexity of the issue and quantity of 

data and overlapping workload associated with the Capacity Report require that the Functionality 

Workshop be rescheduled. The November holidays and parties’ schedules dictate that the earliest the 

Functionality Workshop could be held is November 27,2001
