FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. On February 27, 2001, Qwest Corporation ("Qwest"), fMa U S WEST 

:ommunications, Inc., filed an application for approval of the Fourth Amendment to the 

nterconnection Agreement between Qwest and Ionex Communications North, Inc. ("Ionex"). The 

a-iginal Interconnection Agreement was approved by the Commission on August 24, 2000, in 

Iecision No. 62841. 
+ *  

2. The Telecommunications Act of 1996 ("1996 Act"), directed incumbent local 

:xchange carriers to make their networks available for interconnection and resale by new entrants 
, 

o the local exchange market. The 1996 Act provides for interconnection and resale agreements to 

)e concluded by voluntary negotiation. 

3. This Fourth Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Qwest and 

onex was voluntarily negotiated, without resort to arbitration. 

4. Under the terms of this Fourth Amendment, terms and conditions are added for 

'hysical Collocation, Collocation Augments, Unbundled Loop Qualification Database access, 

Jnbundled Loop Order Provisioning, Customer Care Standards and Interim Shared Loop Price.

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5.  According to the 1996 Act, the Commission must approve voluntarily negotiated 

interconnection and resale agreements, if their provisions are non-discriminatory and in the public 

interest. 

6. Staff has reviewed the Fourth Amendment and finds it to be non-discriminatory and 

in the public interest. Qwest is offering the same terms and conditions of the Agreement to all 

3ther interested parties. The Agreement is in the public interest because it will act to further 

:ompetition in the local exchange market in Arizona. 

7. Since there are no grounds for rejection of the Fourth Amendment pursuant to 

Section 252(e)(2)(A) of the 1996 Act, Staff has recommended that the Commission approve the 

Fourth Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Qwest and Ionex. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

1. Qwest is an Arizona public service corporation within the meaning of Article XV, 

Section 2, of the Arizona Constitution. 

2. The Commission has jurisdiction over Ionex and over the subject matter of the 

Application. 

3. The Commission, having reviewed the Application and Staffs Memorandum has 

determined that the Fourth Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement negotiated between 

Qwest and Ionex meets the requirements of Section 252(e)(2)(A) of the 1996 Act, which governs 

the approval of voluntarily-negotiated agreements and is in the public interest.

4. The Commission maintains jurisdiction over the subject matter of the Agreement 

and Amendments thereof, to the extent permitted pursuant to the powers granted the Commission 

by the Arizona Constitution, Statutes, Commission Rule, and the 1996 Act and the Rules 

promulgated thereunder.
