4. AMLDC is not a fit and proper entity to receive a Certificate for providing competitive

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ORDER

Corp., L.L.C. for a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity for authority to provide competitive
fac;hties-based and resold telecommunications services, shall be, and the same is heréby denied.
