2. On March 19, 2001, American Telco, Inc. filed with Docket Control of the 

Commission an application requesting cancellation of the Certificate. 

3. American Telco, Inc. is no longer an operating company. 

4. American Telco, Inc. does not serve any Arizona customers and therefore, no 

prepayments, advances, or deposits are at risk by the cancellation of the Certificate.
