IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that intervention shall be in accordance with A.A.C. R14-3-105,
except that all motions to intervene must be filed on or before October 7, 2005.

On August 9, 2005, Cottonwood Water Works, Inc. (“Applicant™) filed with the Arizona
Corporation Commission (“Commission™) an application for approval of the transfer of assets
and for cancellation of the Company’s Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (“CC&N”)
to the City of Cottonwood and the Town of Clarksdale.

The granting of intervention, among other things, entitles a party to present sworn evidence at
the hearing and to cross-examine other witnesses. However, failure to _intervene will not
preclude any interested person or entity from appearing at the hearing and providing public
comment on the application. You will not receive any further notice of this proceeding unless
you request it.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that notice shall be deemed complete upon mailing and
publication of same, notwithstanding the failure of an individual to read or receive the notice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Commission’s Utilities Division Staff shall file a Staff
Report on the application on or before September 30, 2005.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-113 - Unauthorized
Communications) applies to this proceeding as the matter is now set for public hearing.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the time periods specified herein shall not be extended
pursuant to Rule 6(a) or (¢) of the Rules of Civil Procedure.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive

any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
