On May, 2000, Enkido, Inc. filed an application for a CC&N to provide 
telecommunications service in the State of Arizona. Pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-1104(E), the 
Applicant is required to publish legal notice of the application in all counties where services will 
be provided no later than 20 days after the application is filed. The Applicant must file with the 
Commission copies of the affidavits of publication for each newspaper in which public notice in 
this matter was published. The Arizona Republic is the only singular publication which is 
sufficient for statewide publishing of legal notice. The Arizona Business Gazette is only 
sufficient for Maricopa County.

Please explain how you will acquire funding for your proposed operations in 
the State of Arizona. 

In your description of services, you state that you seek to provide services to 
“business customers throughout the state of Massachusetts.” Please provide 
clarification with a revised description if necessary.

In your application, you state that you will lay and operate your own fiber 
infrastructure with your own equipment. Please give a detailed description 
of your equipment.

(Please note 
that prepaid calling cards aye considered de facto prepayments by the 
Commission.) 

Provide a customer service number.

List the states in which you have applied for authority to offer telecommunications 
services, and indicate the services you applied for in each state.

Pursuant A.A.C. R14-2-1108, please submit a petition for competitive classification 
which includes the following information: description of the general economic 
conditions that exist which make the relevant market for the service one that is 
competitive; number of alternative providers of the service; estimated market share 
held by each alternative provider of the service; names and addresses of any 
alternative providers of the service that are also affiliates of your company; ability of 
alternative providers to make functionally equivalent or substitute services readily 
available at competitive rates, terms, and conditions; and other indicators of market 
power, which may include growth and shifts in market share, ease of entry and exit, 
and any affiliation between and among alternative providers of the services. 

This information must be received by Docket Control within 30 days of the date of this 
letter. Please mail an original plus 10 copies to: Docket Control, Arizona Corporation 
Commission, 1200 W Washington Street, Phoenix, AZ 850070-2927. If no response is received 
within 60 days of the date of this letter, Staff will recommend that the application be terminated. 
If the application is terminated, the Applicant cannot provide its proposed telecommunications 
services in Anzona, until such time as a new application is filed with and approved by the 
Commission. 
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Remember that information submitted for a CC&N should be made public record
