13 FINDINGS OF FACT

14 1. Z-Tel Communications, Inc. (Z-Tel) is certificated to provide intrastate
15 [|telecommunications service as a public service corporation in the State of Arizona.

16 2. On November 19, 1999, Z-Tel filed tariff revisions to modify call timing and add toll

17}ifree access rates to Standard Service, along with minor text changes:

19 Arizona Tariff No. 1, Page 17, 3™ Revised
20 Arizona Tariff No. 1, Page 19, 3™ Revised
21 3. Z-Tel is increasing the maximum rates for the per minute usage charge and monthly

22 [lrecurring charge for its Standard Service from $0.079 to $0.100 and $0.00 to $5.00 respectively. The
73|factual prices charged for these services have remained unchanged. Additionally, the billing
24|lincrement has been lowered from sixty seconds to six seconds and a toll free access dialing service
25|[has been added.

26 4. Since this filing increases the maximum rates for a component of a service that has

77{lbeen classified as competitive under the Commission's Competitive Telecommunications Services

Rules, A.A.C. Rule R14-2-1110 regarding rate increases, applies to Z-Tel’s proposal.
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5. Currently, Z-Tel does not have any customers using this product in Arizona.
Therefore, Z-Tel’s intrastate revenues are unaffected.

6. Staff has recommended approval of the filing.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.  Z-Telis certificated to provide intrastate telecommunications service as a public service
corporation in the State of Arizona.

2. The Commission has jurisdiction over Z-Tel and over the subject matter of the
application.
3. The Commission, having reviewed the tariff pages (copies of which are contained in
the Commission's tariff files) and Staff’s Memorandum, concludes that the proposed tariff revisions
are reasonable, fair and equitable, and are therefore in the public interest.
