FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. On December 22, 1999, Citizens Telecommunic-+;ons Cmyvrv nf the White 

vlountains, Inc. (Citizens) filed tariff revisions to introduce Locnl Calling Plans for customer in 

:ertain of its exchanges. 

2. The proposed local calling plans would allow customers in the Snowflake exchange 

o call the Showlow exchange on a local calling basis. 

3. Under Citizens' proposal, customers in its Snowflake exchange would be able to 

ubscribe to a local calling plan that would treat all calls to the Showlow exchange as local calls. 

4. The proposed monthly charges for the service are $8.00 for residential customers and 

j12.00 for business customers. Citizens has estimated that the revenue effect of the filing will be 

ninimal. 

5.  Staff has reviewed the filing and recommends approval.
