3Y THE COMMISSION: 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. U S WEST Communications, Inc. (v S WEST) is certificated to provide telephone 

entice as a public service corporation in the State of Arizona. 

2. On November 10,1999, U S WEST submitted revisions to its Exchange and Network 

iervices Tariff maps for the exchanges of Casa Grande and Eloy: 

Exchange and Network Services Tariff Mam 
Casa Grande Exchange Area Map, Twenty-fourth Revised Sheet 

Eloy Exchange Area Map, Ninth Revised Sheet 

3. The Casa GrandeEloy Exchange Area Boundary (Em) had been revised to reflect the 

ransfer of approximately 1 3/4 square miles of service area from the Casa Grande Exchange to the 

goy Exchange. Further, the EAB had been revised to reflect the transfer of approximately 1 114 

quare miles of service area fiom the Eloy Exchange to the Casa Grande Exchange. The propo'sed 

ransfer involves portions of Sections 23 and 24 in Township 7 South, Range 6 East, and portions of 

lections 10,11,15 and 19 in Township 7 South, Range 7 East. 
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4. The current Casa Grande Exchange tariff map includes an area where U S WEST is 

serving approximately 150 Eloy Exchange customers. The proposed EAB realignment transfers the 

uea where these customers are located to the Eloy Exchange. The area that U S WEST is proposing 

to transfer fiom the Eloy Exchange to the Casa Grande Exchange is under development and it will be 

less costly for U S WEST to serve the area fkom the Casa Grande Exchange according to U S WEST’S 

engineers. Future applicants for service in the development should benefit fiom U S WEST’S savings. 

In addition, since the Casa Grande and Eloy Exchanges share the same local calling area, customers 

should not experience additional toll calling charges as a result of the transfer. 

5. Staff has recommended approval of the filing 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

1. U S WEST is an Arizona public service corporation within the meaning of Article XV 

Section 2, of the Arizona Constitution. 

2. The Commission has jurisdiction over U S WEST and over the subject matter of the 

application. 

3. Approval of the filing does not constitute a rate increase as contemplated by A.R.S. 

40-250. 

4. The Commission, having reviewed the tariff maps (copies of which are contained in the 

Commission tariff files) and Staffs Memorandum dated November 24 1999, concludes that the tariff 

filing is reasonable, fair and equitable, and is therefore in the public interest. 
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ORDER 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the tariff filing be and hereby is approved. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this decision shall become effective immediately.
