BY THE COMMISSION:

On June 27, 2003, the Arizona Public Service Company (“APS”) filed with the Arizona
Corporation Commission (“Commission”), an application for a rate increase and for approval of
purchased power contract. In Decision No. 67744 (April 7, 2005), the Commission approved, with
modifications, the Power Supply Adjustor (“PSA”) contained in the Settlement Agreement and
ordered the parties to “submit a PSA Plan of Administration that reflects the determinations in this
Decision for Commission approval within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision.”' On June 6,
2005, the Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff”) filed a Notice of Filing Plan of Administration.

On July 22, 2005, APS filed with the Commission an application for approval of a PSA
surcharge.

\On October 12, 2005, AzAg Group (“AZAG”) filed an Application to Intervene.

On October 18, 2005, Arizona Competitive Power Allliance (“Alliance”) filed an Application

for Leave to Intervene.
