FJNDTNGS OF FACT 

1. Cox Arizona Telecom, L.L.C. (“Cox”) is certified to provide intrastate 

elecommunications service as a public service corporation in the State of Arizona. 

2. On September 4, 2001, Cox filed tariff revisions to its Arizona Tariffs No. 1 and 3:

3. This filing increases the maximum rates for residential calling card usage charges. For 

,esidential customers, the maximum per minute rate for calling card usage increases to $0.35 from 

$0.25. This rate applies at all times of day. The rate for calling card usage applies when customers 

ilace a call with or without the assistance of an operator by using a calling card. 

4. Since this filing increases the rn&xirnum rates for a component of a service that has 

Jeen classified as competitive under the Commission’s Competitive Telecornmunlcations Services 

Xules, Arizona Administrative Code Rule R14-2-IllO applies to Cox’s proposal. 
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5.  Cox supplied information to Staff to allow Staff to determine the potential effects of 

pproval of the filing. Cox provided information that indicates that the effect of this tariff filing and 

heir rate of return will be insignificant. 

6. Cox provided evidence to Staff that it has provided customer notification in accordance 

vith Commission rules. Staff has reviewed the customer notification provided and does agree that it 

s consistent with Commission policy. 

7 .  Staff recommends approval of this filing due to the reasons stated above. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

1. Cox is an Arizona public service corporation within the meaning of Article XV, Section

2. The Commission has jurisdiction over Cox and over the subject matter of the
