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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
VOYAGER WATER COMPANY 
DOCKET NO. W-02104A-01-0742 

Voyager Water Company, located near Tucson, in Pima County, serves 253 customers 
and is requesting Commission authorization to extend its service territory to include two adjacent 
parcels. 

Voyager has received requests for service from two developers, to extend services to the 
contiguous parcels. The utility and the developers are in negotiation regarding terms of a main 
extension agreement for the required facilities. Voyager has sufficient production to serve the 
current and future customers. Voyager is in compliance with applicable requirements. 

Staff recommends that the Commission grant Voyager’s extension request with the 
following conditions: 

Require the Company to file a copy of the 100 Year Assured Water Supply. 
Require the Company to charge its existing rates in the extension area. 
Require the Company to provide a copy of the Approval to Construct. 
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Introduction 

On September 19,2001, Voyager Water Company, (“Voyager”) filed an application with 
the Arizona Corporation Commission (“ACC”) for an Extension of its Certificate of 
Convenience and Necessity (,‘CC&Ny) to portions of Pima County, to provide water services. 
On November 19, 2001 , Voyager provided Staff with additional information regarding the 
application. 

, Background 

Voyager is an Arizona corporation, authorized to provide water service in a portion of 
Pima County. The Company was authorized its original CC&N by the Commission’s approval 
of Voyager’s acquisition of Dewey Water Company, Inc., in Decision No. 53284, dated 
November 9, 1982 . Voyager currently serves approximately 253 customers located near 1-10 
and Kolb Road in Pima County. 

The requested extension territory consists of two parcels of vacant land contiguous to the 
existing service area. Staff has plotted the legal description of the requested extension area with 
no complications. The legal description and map are attached. 

Voyager has received a request for service to the adjacent parcels by two developers. 
Voyager is in discussion with an affiliated company, Voyager RV Resort, LLC for one parcel, 
and Diamond Ventures, Inc., owner of the other parcel, to finance and construct the required 
facilities under a main extension agreement. Voyager may receive some of the facilities in an 
equity contribution through the affiliated company, Voyager RV Resort, LLC. However, there 
has been no final agreement on the required contract with the requesting parties. 

Engineering designs for Voyager anticipate 350,000 gallons of additional storage capacity, 
booster station upgrades and transmission mains, estimated to cost $3,950,000. 

Arizona Department of Environmental Quality Compliance 

Voyager is in compliance with Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) 
regulations. Staff received a memorandum from ADEQ on October 4, 2001, stating that the 
Voyager system is currently delivering water that meets water quality standards required by 
Arizona Administrative Code, Title 18, Chapter 4. 

Department of Water Resources Compliance 

Voyager is requiring the requesting developers to obtain the Certificates of 100 Year 
Assured Water Supply issued by Arizona Department of Water Resources when the plat is 
complete. 
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System Analvsis 

Voyager currently operates a production system that consists of three wells that can 
produce 1,950 gallons-per-minute. The system also has 400,000 gallons of storage capacity. 
Voyager currently serves 253 customers and has sufficient capacity to serve an additional 1,200 
customers. Voyager has sufficient capacity to serve the extension area. 

ACC Compliance 

A check with the Utilities Division Compliance Unit showed no outstanding ACC 
compliance issues. 

County Franchise 

Voyager’s current Pima County franchise includes the requested extension area. 

Recommendations 

Staff recommends that the ACC grant approval of Voyager Water Company’s application 
to extend the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity consistent with the legal description 
attached. 

Staff further recommends that the Commission require Voyager Water Company to 
charge its existing rates and charges in the extension area. 

Staff further recommends that the Commission require Voyager Water Company to 
provide a copy of each developer’s Certificate of 100 Year Assured Water Supply issued by the 
Arizona Department of Water Resources for the extension area within 365 days of the date of the 
decision in this matter. 

Staff further recommends that the Commission require Voyager Water Company to 
provide a copy of the Approval to Construct issued by the Arizona Department of Environmental 
Quality for each development in the extension area within 365 days of the date of the decision in 
this matter.
