9 PROCEDURAL ORDER

10 | BY THE COMMISSION:

11 On January 5, 2005, Litchfield Park Service Company (“LPSCO” or “Applicant”), filed an
12 | application for an extension of its Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (“Certificate”) to provide
13 | public wastewater utility service to various parts of Maricopa County, Arizona.

14 On February 10, 2005, the Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff’) filed a notice of
15 | insufficiency that LPSCO’s application did not meet the sufficiency requirements of A.A.C. R14-2-
16 | 610.

17 On September 2, 2005, LPSCO filed an amendment to its application removing certain areas
18 | from its application.

19 On December 19, 2005, Staff issued a notice of administrative completeness that LPSCO’s
20 | application had met the sufficiency requirements of A.A.C. R14-2-610.

21 On January 5, 2006, by Procedural Order, a hearing was scheduled for February 28, 2006, and
22 [ LPSCO was ordered to provide public notice of the proceeding.

23 On February 25, 2006, LPSCO and Staff filed a Joint Stipulation to Continue the evidentiary
24 | portion of the proceeding to April 11, 2006, and to suspend the time-frame. The parties further
25 | stipulated that the hearing scheduled for February 28, 2006 go forward for the purpose of taking
26 [ public comment since public notice had previously been given.

27 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the hearing shall commence on February 28, 2006 at

28 19:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as is practical, at the Commission’s offices, 1200 West Washington

Street, Phoenix, Arizona, for the purpose of taking public comment only.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the evidentiary portion of the proceeding shall take place
on April 11, 2006, at 9:30 a.m.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the time-frame, pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-610(C) shall be
suspended.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the presiding Administrative Law Judge may rescind, alter,
amend, or waive any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by

ruling at hearing.
