Itis
obvious to me and others that we must curtail pumping as soon as
possible. Putting water into a recharge facility 7 miles away does
not accomplish that end, nor is there any guarantee that the
recharged water will replenish the Sun Cities, Youngtown

acquifer any time soon.

There is also the issue of subsidence which is an actual happening
in some areas and a threat to many other West Valley areas.

| have read recently that ADWR is also in strong support of the
pipeline option over any other. Why do we still wait for that most
important decision to get the pipeline started and in place?

Please vote in favor of the pipeline plan as soon as possible, so
that construction can begin building the pipeline before it becomes
even more expensive than was originally designed to be.
