Having considered the entire record herein and being fully advised in the premises, the 

Commission finds, concludes, and orders that: 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. EES is a public service corporation authorized to supply competitive retail electric 

services in Arizona as a Load-Serving Entity and as an Aggregator. The Commission granted EES’ 

CC&N authorizing it to provide the above-described services in Decision No. 61873 (August 5, 

1999).
