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INSUFFICIENCY LETTER #2 

Dear Mr. Black: 

In reference to the above mentioned application filed on March 16, 2006, and the 
supporting documents filed on May 26, 2006, this letter is to inform you that the application still 
has not met the sufficiency requirements as outlined in the Arizona Administrative Code. The 
deficiencies are: 

1. Please inform Staff when the Company will know the response from the City of Peoria 
regarding the fire pump issue. 

2. Please provide the test results for arsenic from all the Points of Entry (“POE”). 

3. The results of the laboratory analysis from POE #2 and POE #3 indicate one sample 
below 10 ppb and one exceeding 10 ppb. Please provide a detailed explanation of the 
Company’s Arsenic Remediation Plan. 

4. The Company stated in its May 26, 2005 Response to Staffs Insufficiency Letter that it 
continues to negotiate with “the City of Glendale” for purchase of 300 acre-feet per year 
treated Central Arizona Project water to blend with its well water as a solution of arsenic 
removal method. However, in reviewing the service map, Staff notes that the City of 
Peoria is located close to the Company’s service area. Could “Glendale” be a typo? If it 
is not, please explain. 

5. If the Company purchases 300 Acre-ft/yr water from either the City of Glendale or the 
City of Peoria, it is Staffs understanding that the Arizona Department of Water 
Resources (“ADWR”) has to review and approve this agreement. Has ADWR been 
contacted yet? Please explain. 
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Staff would like to use this opportunity to bring the following to your attention: 

Pursuant to the Arizona Administrative Code (“A.A.C.”) R-14-2-411(C), the 
time-frame for administrative completeness review shall be suspended from the 
time the notice of deficiency is issued until staff determines that the application is 
complete. Upon meeting sufficiency requirements, the Commission has 150 
calendar days for its substantive review. This includes conducting a hearing and 
preparing Opinion and Order to present to the Commission at an Open Meeting.
