In its original Application for Intervention, Southwest Gas Corporation 

(“Southwest”) candidly admitted that its real interest in this proceeding concerns ure 

policies or precedents that might be set that could have an impact on future proceedings. 

Having been denied intervention on those grounds, Southwest now files a Supplemental 

Application seeking to pursue its interest in this proceeding by using the “hook” that it is a 

vendorhpplier for Tucson Electric Power (“TEP”). In other words, Southwest seeks 

intervention in this case because it sells natural gas to TEP under a Commission approved 

special retail contract. Southwest Gas implies, without any support, that it is concerned 

about TEP’s ability to perform that special retail contract with TEP. This case is not the 

proper forum for addressing Southwest Gas’ concerns about its special retail contract with 

Southwest also alleges that it is a customer of both TEP and Citizens, but it is clearly 
basing its intervention request on its role as a creditor/vendor of TEP.

TEP. Indeed, any such concerns are addressed by the terns of the special retail contract 

and applicable tariff provisions. Southwest's Supplemental Intervention Application 

should be denied. 

If the Commission is inclined to grant this Supplemental Intervention, Southwest's 

intervention should be limited to the TEP loan to UniSource.
