In Decision No. 67744, the Commission required APS to acquire 100 MW of renewable energy
resources. Renewable energy will play an important role in our generating mix as we meet the

energy needs of our state. I believe that it would be helpful for my future consideration of this
docket if the REST is fully examined by the Parties during the course of this proceeding.

Specifically, I would like the Parties to this Docket, most importantly Staff, RUCO and the
Company, to provide testimony on incorporating the REST into this case.
