On March 29,2006, Arizona Water Company (“AWC”) filed a complaint with the 

Commission against Global Water Resources, LLC, Global Water Resources, Inc., Global Water 

Management, LLC, Santa Cruz Water Company. LLC, Palo Verde Utilities Company, LLC, Arizona 

Global Water - Santa Water Company and Arizona Global Water - Palo Verde Utilities Company 

(collectively “Respondents”). 

On April 24,2006, the Respondents filed an Answer to the Complaint and a Motion to 

Dismiss. A Procedural Conference was subsequently conducted on June 15,2006, to discuss 

procedural issues. Staff indicated at that Procedural Conference that it was processing a Generic 
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locket’ on an expedited basis which may impact upon several of the issues raised in this case. 

3ven the impending Staff Report in the Generic Docket, the parties agreed that it would be best to 

iold the Complaint in abeyance pending the Commission’s consideration of the issues presented in 

he Generic Docket. 

On October 6,2006, Staff filed a Staff Report in the Generic Docket addressing the comments 

hat had been received regarding regulatory treatment of non-traditional funding mechanisms. Staff 

:oncluded that Infrastructure Coordination and Finance Arrangements (“ICFAs”) should be treated as 

idvances or contributions instead of equity for ratemaking purposes. 

On December 20,2006, the ALJ issued a Procedural Order requiring Staff to file a legal brief 

iy January 19,2007 addressing the issue of whether entities which employ non-traditional financing 

mangements, such as ICFAs, should be considered public service corporations or otherwise subject 

o the Commission’s jurisdiction. Due to the press of other matters the Staff is involved in, the Staff 

nequests an extension of time to file its brief until February 9,2007. 

WHEREFORE, Staff respectfully requests an extension of time until February 9,2007 to file 

ts brief in this matter.
