On May 5, 2006, the Commission issued Decis 2. omplaint against the 

Non-filing Respondents described above due to their failure to file their 2002 Annual Reports.

3. On September 1, 2006, Staff filed its Memorandum which Staffs witness, Ms. Kim 

Batista, the Chief of Compliance, amended at the hearing, indicating that Green Acres Water 

Company, Rillito Water Users Association and Strawberry Water Company had filed their 2002 

Annual Reports and should be dismissed from the pr~ceeding.~ Ms. Batista also recommended that 

Verde West Irrigation be dismissed due to ownership issues because no information is available to 

file its Annual Report. 

4. Ms. Batista M e r  indicated that a number of telep e utilities have filed 

applications for the cancellation of their Certificates and should be dismis 

Follows: MTV World Payphones; NAS; Raptel Communications, L.L.C.; Teleglobe USA, L.L.C.; 

and Trattoria Pina. Staff indicates their Certificates will be cancelled by subsequent proceedings. 

5. Commission records reveal that of the above-named Non-filing Respondents, Salome

9. Ms. Batista indicated that the Commission sent out delinquent notices to all of the 

above-referenced utilities and/or entities to advise them that they had failed to file their 2002 Annual 

Reports. Following the mailing of the delinquent notices, personal pho calls to each of the utilities 

along with follow-up phone calls were made in an attempt to secure compliance with the requirement 

that the utilities file their 2002 Annual Reports. Si

10. While Staff believes the Non-filing Respondent water utilities are providing service, it 

does not have any information whether the telecommunications utilities are still providing service. 

1 1. Staff is recommending that the Certificates of the Non-filing Respondents which have 

either failed to file their 2002 Annual Reports and/or failed to advise the Commission of their proper 

mailing addresses be revoked and the utility and/or entity be penalized. 

12. Based upon our review of the record, we believe that Staffs recommendations with 

respect to the Late-filed Respondents and Verde West Irrigation are appropriate and they should be 

dismissed from the proceeding. With respect to the above-described Non-filing Respondents, their 

Certificates should be revoked and they should also be assessed financial penalties. However, if any 

affected Non-filing Respondent files, within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, its 2002 

Annual Report, then the Order of revocation and penalty as to that utility and/or entity should be 

rendered null and void without further Order by the Commission.

3. The revocation of the Certifi of the remaining Non-filing Respondents as 

described above would benefit the public interest. 

4. The Complaint against the Late-filed Respondents, Verde West Irrigation, the 

Cancellation Respondents and the previously revoked Respondents should be dismissed.

5. Pursuant to A.R.S. 6 40-425, the remaining Non-filing Respondents should also each 

be penalized the sum of $200 unless, within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, the 

remaining Non-filing Respondent files its 2002 Annual Report.
