Including Home Place 
within tho CC&Ns of H20, Inc,, and Jol~nson Utilities, L.L.C. provides the certainty we require 
by cnsuring h a t  the Home Place development will be served by quality w_ater and wastewater 
service providers. I strongly urge the Arizona Coiporation Commission to include Home Place 
within the CCB'Ns of H20, Iac., and Johnson Utilities, L.L.C, and do so as qizickly as possible.
