4. The LPRH installed a new phone system and plans to use it for video conferencing

and establishing tele-radiology links with all of its clinics. Upon instzillation of the new phohe
system, the LPRH experienced problems including faxes that did not work, many phone lines that
did not work and a high volume of dropped calls. Staff understands that installation of Digital
Channel Service will alleviate these problems.‘

5. Staff recommends approval of this filing. Because of the extenuating circumstances
in this case, Staff further recommends that the normal thirty-day notice requirement for tariff
approvals be waived.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. Verizon California is an Arizona public service corporation within the meaning of
Article XV, Section 2, of the Arizona Constitution.
