Clear Chairman Hatch-Miller and Members of the Commission: 

I am writing this correspondence to express my support for the Application of the 
Town of Cave Creek wherein it seeks to transfer the assets of Desert Hills Water 
Company (“DHWC”). As a local landowner in DHWC’s CC&N area, I have had a 
number of problems with DHWC’s previous ownership. These problems culminated in 
the filing of an action against DHWC in Commission Docket Number W-02124A-06- 
0286 (the “Action”). The Action was resolved by way of a formal written settlement 
agreement (the “Agreement”) between DHWC (still under its old management) and 
Renaissance Partners, LLC (“Renaissance”) wherein DHWC agreed to immediately enter 
into a mainline extension agreement to provide service to Renaissance’s five parcels (the 
“Property”) and to extend its lines to the Property for a fixed and agreed upon price. 
Ilnfortunately, DHWC’s old ownership rehsed to honor the terms of the Agreement and 
left Renaissance without a mainline extension agreement and without water service for 
many months. 

It was only recently that DHWC, through the Town, agreed to the terms of a 
mainline extension agreement with Renaissance in accordance with the Agreement. The 
mainline extension provides that the Town will provide the Property with water service 
and extend its water lines immediately at the conclusion of this action and at the original 
agreed upon price. 

The Town has thus far been more responsible and responsive than the previous 
owner of DHWC. As someone who has worked with both the previous owners of 
DHWC and the Town of Cave Creek on the same water related issues it is my belief that 
the Town is far more competent and qualified to take on the important task of providing 
water utilities to the residents of the Desert Hills area. I urge the Commission to support 
the Town’s Application for Transfer of Assets.
