PROCEDURAL ORDER 

On May 1, 2006, Gardner Water Company (“GWC”), filed with the Arizona Corporation 

Commission (“Commission”) an application to transfer its Certificate of Convenience and Necessity 

(“CC&N”) to Utility Systems, LLC (“Utility”) and for approval to sell its assets to Utility. 

On June 1, 2006, the Commission’s Utilities Division Staff (“Staff”) filed a letter informing 

the Applicant that the application was insufficient. 

On October 20, 2006, Staff filed a letter informing the Applicant that the application was 

administratively complete. 

On November 7, 2006, by Procedural Order, the hearing in this matter was set to convene 

beginning February 7,2007, and other procedural deadlines were determined. 

On November 7, 2007, a full public hearing was held by the Commission at its offices in 

Phoenix, Arizona before a duly authorized Administrative Law Judge of the Commission. Staff 

appeared through counsel. Mr. Gerald Lendzion and Mr. Jeffery Daniels appreared on behalf of 

GWC and Utility, respectively, and presented testimony. At the conclusion of the hearing, the matter 

was taken under advisement pending submission of Late-Filed exhibits and a Recommended Opinion 

and Order to the Commission. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that GWC shall file with Docket Control, as a Late-Filed 

exhibit, documentation from the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (“ADEQ’) 

demonstrating that its PWS ID #04-038 well is delivering water that meets water quality standards.
