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SUMMARY OF TESTIMONY GIVEN BY DAVID PRESCOTT
ON BEHALF OF TREND HOMES

This is a summary of David Prescott’s testimony. Mr. Prescott is the Vice President of
Forward Planning for Trend Homes, Inc. (“Trend”). Mr. Prescott holds a Bachelor’s Degree in
Industrial Education and a Master’s Degree in Geography.

Trend is currently developing a residential community within the Certificate of
Convenience and Necessity of Arizona-American Water Company, Inc.’s (“Arizona-American”)
Agua Fria District commonly known as Trend Homes at Cortessa which contains approximately
345 lots. Thus, Trend is directly and substantially impacted by Arizona-American’s pending
application to increase the Water Facilities Hook Up Fee.

While Trend does not dispute the need for an increase in Water Facility Hook Up Fees,
Trend requests that any Commission order approving the increase in the Water Facilities Hook
Up Fee should include language that provides that Arizona-American should be precluded from
the following:

1) Charging the difference between the existing Water Facility Hook Up Fee and any
approved increased Water Facility Hook Up Fee; and

2) Unilaterally refunding any Water Facility Hook Up Fees previously paid and
subsequently charging the increased Water Facility Hook Up Fee.

Trend has made approximately $204,125.00 in payments to Arizona American for Water
Facilities Hook Up Fees. This amount constitutes 100% of the total Water Facility Hook Up Fees
necessary for the Cortessa development. Additionally, Trend has received Operational

Acceptance Letters from Arizona-American for all 345 lots within the Cortessa Development.
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
