Staff 
usually uses a company’s Utilities Division Annual Report in relation to Plant 
Descriptions. Please submit the most updated Annual Report or confirm that the 
Company’s 2005 Utilities Division Annual Report is correct and can be used for 
this proceeding. 
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Pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-411(C)(3), Staff may terminate an application if the applicant 
does not remedy all deficiencies within 60 calendar days of the notice of deficiency. Pursuant to 
the A.A.C. R14-2-411(C) for water and R14-2-610(C) for wastewater, the Commission has 150 
calendar days to approve or reject this application after it is deemed sufficient. This time period 
would encompass a hearing, a Recommended Opinion and Order and a Decision from the 
Commission.
