Global got the attached compliance item for Water Utility of Greater Buckeye (WUGB). The order requires WUGB 
to make a filing by May 1, 2006 showing whether its TIER is projected to be over 1 .O by December 31, 2006. If 
WUGB’s filing shows this “to the satisfaction” of Staff, then WUGB does not have to file a rate case. But if Staff is 
not satisfied, then WUGB must file a rate case by May 18, 2007. 

WUGB made the attached filing in April 2006 (this was before Global took over). The filing projects that the TIER 
will be over 1 .O by December 31,2006. However, Staff never filed a response to this, so we don’t know if they 
are “satisfied” as required by the order. Can you check into this? If Staff is not satisfied then we will file a motion 
for extension of time, but I need to know if that is necessary.
