On June 22, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Stipulation Regarding
Certain Performance Indicator Definitions and the Qwest Performance Assurance plan
Provisions on behalf of itself and the other signatories to the Stipulation---Eschelon
Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon), US Link, Inc. d/b/a TDS Metrocom, DIECA Communications,
Inc. d/b/a Covad Communications Company, and McLeodUSA Telecommunications
Services, Inc. (the Stipulating Parties). The Stipulation documented certain agreed upon
modifications to the current 14-state 271 Performance Indicator Definitions (PIDs) and
the various state Performance Assurance Plans (PAPs).

The final numbered paragraph of the cover pleading submitted with the
Stipulation provided the following description of the notice that Qwest would provide
to Arizona competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs) regarding the changes to the
PIDs and PAP proposed in the Stipulation

Additionally, Qwest will post a summary of all of the changes to its website and
provide information regarding the anticipated PlC and PAP changes by
electronic mail, to CLECs in its region

Qwest fails to acknowledge the fact that this notice process is inconsistent with
the expectations of the Stipulating Parties and with Qwest's own actions in other states
in which it has filed its Stipulation

Qwest included significantly different notice language with its Stipulation cover
pleadings in New Mexico, Wyoming, Oregon, Utah, and Washington. (See relevant
sections of cover pleadings attached.) That language is as follows
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Additiona lly, Qwe s t will provide  notice  of the  filings , including a  de s cription of
the  changes  expected to result from the  2007 S tipula tion, to a ll [STATE] CLECs in
its  re gion through the  whole sa le  notifica tion proce ss  within five  da ys  a nd
additiona lly if required by a  specific inte rconnection agreement.

The  notice  process  committed to by Qwes t in its  New Mexico, Wyoming,
Ore gon, Uta h, a nd Wa shington cove r ple a dings  is  virtua lly ide ntica l to cove r ple a ding
la ngua ge  tha t the  S tipula ting Pa rtie s  ha d a gre e d to in the ir discuss ions -tha t is , notice  to
a ll s ta te  CLECs by means  of the  wholesa le  notifica tion process  within five  days  and as
a dditiona lly re quire d by inte rconne ction a gre e me nt.

If Qwe s t in fact inte nds  to provide  notice  of the  S tipula tion to a ll Arizona  CLECs
through Qwest's  wholesa le  notice  process  and to furthe r provide  notice  to CLECs as
re quire d by a ny pa rticula r Arizona  CLEC's  inte rconne ction a gre e me nt (cons is te nt with
the  above-re fe renced notice  provis ion), no furthe r re sponse  or filing is  necessa ry. Such
notice  would be  cons is te nt with the  goa l of providing the  wide s t notice  poss ible  to
CLECs  who may be  affected by the  changes  to the  PIDs/PAP, and consis tent with the
notice  expecta tions  of the  S tipula ting Pa rtie s . If, however, Qwest does  not intend to
abide  by the  agreed-upon notice  provis ion, Qwes t should so notify the  Commiss ion and
othe r S tipula ting Pa rtie s . Esche lon recommends  tha t, in tha t case, the  Commiss ion
should cons ide r requiring a  notifica tion process  cons is tent with the  above -re fe renced
provis ion, so tha t a ll Colora do CLECs  ha ve  the  opportunity to unde rs ta nd the  P ID/PAP
changes--and, if applicable , apply the  changes  in the ir inte rconnection transactions  with
Qwe s t.

Thank you for your cons ide ra tion of these  comments .
