New West Energy Corporation (“New West Energy”), an Arizona corporation, is
one of the original Arizona electric service providers, having been granted a Certificate of
Convenience and Necessity by the Commission on September 17, 1999. Pursuant to the
July 5, 2007 procedural order, and A.A.C. R14-3-105, New West Energy requests
intervention in these proceedings.

In support of its request for intervention, New West Energy states:

1. New West Energy has demonstrated a substantial interest in retail
competition. While New West Energy suspended active operations during the California
energy crisis of 2000 and 2001, it remains interested in the development of retail electric
competition in Arizona.

2. Until recently it appeared that a decision on the Sempra Energy Solutions
LLC (“Sempra”) application would await the completion of a comprehensive workshop,

to work through the issues of competition that were left open after the Phelps Dodge v.
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Arizona Corporation Commission decision, and the consideration of and adoption of
revised competition rules. In the workshop issues such as prices, consumer protection,
terms of service, transmission access and other important competition issues could be
fully explored and resolved. New West Energy planned to participate in the workshop.

3. New West Energy was surprised by the recently filed testimony of the ACC
Staff (“Staff”), wherein the Staff among other things recommended granting Sempra’s
application, subject to certain conditions. As the Sempra application will begin retail
competition again, it is likely that at least some of the issues that would have been
discussed and decided in a rulemaking/workshop setting may be decided in this docket.

4, New West Energy requests participation in order to be a part of this
important decision-making process and to raise issues that are appropriate to the
resumption of competition in Arizona.

3. Currently there are no electric service providers (other than Sempra) who
are parties to these proceedings; the intervention of New West Energy will add a needed
dimension to this docket.

6. New West Energy understands that testimony has been filed and that an
extended time frame has been established for new intervenors. New West Energy will

comply with these time frames.
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For the foregoing reasons, New West Energy respectfully requests that it be
granted intervention in the above-captioned matter.
