The system has five treatment plants and is required to provide five TTHM and five HAAS analyses for the disinfection by~
products rute (DBP), but had not provided any analyses for 2005 and 2006. At the request of the Departrent, annual DBP
monitoring for this system was completed in October 2007, and all DBP-related analytical results for the testing met state and
federal standards. As such, all historic DBP monitoring violations have been returned to compliance as of 11/19/07. The
system will need to take five samples between June 1, 2008 and September 30, 2008 to maintain compliance with the DBP
rule.
