Rules  ( f 'REsT Rules") .  On August  30 2007,  APS f i led an Amended Renewable Energy Standard Implementat ion
Plan and an Amended Renewable Energy Standard Rate Schedule
In the new Adjus tment  Schedule Renewable Energy Standard ( "RES") ,  APS proposes a surcharge of
$0.004629 per  kph subj ec t  to monthly maximums by cus tomer  c lass .  The proposed res ident ial cus tomer
maximum is  $1.85 per  month.  The proposed commerc ial and indust r ial cus tomer maximum is  $68.78 per
month.  The proposed maximum for  industr ial customers,  with demand over  3MW s is  $206.33 per  month.  The
proposed surcharge and monthly maximums const itute an increase over  the exis t ing Environmental Por t folio
Standard ( "EPS")  Surcharge which is  $0.000875 per  kph with monthly maximums of  $0.35 for  res ident ial
customers,  a maximum of  $13 for  non-res ident ial customers,  and $39 for  non-res ident ial customers whose
demand is  MW  or  mor e
On December 21,  2007,  APS f iled a let ter  and documents  to suppor t  an alternat ive Implementat ion Plan which
was j oint ly proposed by APS and the Solar  Advocates on December 17,  2007.  This  alternat ive Implementat ion
Plan would inc lude an alternat ive two-s tep Adjustment  Schedule RES. which would replace the Adjustment
Schedule RES which was proposed on August  30,  2007
In Step 1 of  the two-s tep Adjustment  Schedule RESJ APS proposes a surcharge of  $0.003388 per  kph subject
to monthly maximums by customer c lass .  The proposed res ident ial customer maximum is  $1.36 per  month.  The
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proposed commercial and industrial customer maximum is $50.33 per month. The proposed maximum for
industrial customers, with demand over 3 MWs is $150.99 per month. The proposed Step 1/Step 2 increase
would constitute an increase over the existing EPS surcharge
