ADEQ cannot de te rmine  if the  sys tem

is  currently de livering water tha t mee ts  wate r qua lity s tandards  required by Arizona

Adminis tra tive  Code , Title  18, Chapte r 4. P lease  comply with ADEQ rule s .

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7. In re fe rence  to Sta ff" s  May 19, 2006 Insufficiency le tte r, Ques tion #11: Is  the

Company aware  of competing projects  utilizing groundwate r in Mohave  County tha t

plan on using the  same groundwater aquifers  as  the  Company? If so, please  provide  a

lis t of a ll such compe ting wa te r projects . Also, please  identify which aquife r(s ) the

projects  would a ffect.

Ans . ACC s ta ff is  e s sentia lly seeking to have  the  Company pe rform a  PAD.

This  proposal, however, could cost the  Company as  much as  $50,000 to $100,000.

While  the  Company does not want to finance  such a  s tudy, the  Company agrees  with

the  ACC s ta ffs  implied pos ition tha t the  Company should not seek to commit to se rve

new residentia l water demands unless  there  is  sufficient groundwater available  to meet

tha t demand. Rather than the  Company spending money to s tudy the  hydrology,

however, Valley Pioneers  proposes  tha t the  subdividers  will have  to es tablish tha t water

is  ava ilable  to a llow the  Company to meet the  subdivis ion's  potentia l wate r demand.

Put another way, the  Company wants  the  subdividers  to bear the  cost of es tablishing
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1 s ufficie nt groundwa te r s upplie s  ra the r tha n burde n its  e xis ting cus tome rs  with s uch

cos ts .
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8. In re fe re nce  to  S ta ff's  Ma y 19, 2006 Ins ufficie ncy le tte r, Que s tion #13, the

Compa ny s ta te d tha t the  Mining Compa ny re que s ts  6,500 a c-ft/yr (e quiva le nt to 4,029

ga llons  pe r minute  ("rpm") wa te r s upply from the  Compa ny. At the  pre s e nt time , the

Compa ny ha s  a  to ta l production  of 3 ,280 rpm. The  Mining Compa ny's  re que s t is  23%

more  tha n the  Compa ny's  we lls  ca n produce , not to me ntion provide  a de qua te  wa te r to

s e rve  its  e xis ting cus tome rs . The re fore , the  Compa ny mus t ins ta ll more  we lls  to  me e t

the  Mining Compa ny' re que s t. P le a s e  provide  informa tion on the  numbe r of ne w we lls

a nd the ir production ca pa city tha t the  Compa ny pla ns  to a dd to its  wa te r s ys te m to

ha ndle  the  Mining Compa ny's  de ma nd a nd be  a ble  to s e rve  both the  e xis ting cus tome rs

a nd the  cus tome rs  in the  e xte ns ion a re a .
