By Procedural Order dated February 12, 2008, the Arizona Corporation Commission

(“Commission”) ordered the parties to file a matrix or list of issues and procedural recommendations
by May 1, 2008, and scheduled a procedural conference for May 8, 2008, to determine the procedures
and schedule for moving forward in this docket. The Procedural Order recognized that the parties’
discussions might need additional time, and explicitly provided that the parties could request a
continuance.

On April 18, 2008, Arizona Local Exchange Carriers Association (“ALECA”) filed a Motion
for Continuance of Procedural Schedule. ALECA reports that the parties have conferred on several
occasions and determined that additional information would be required in order to determine if
consensus can be reached. ALECA has agreed to provide additional data to the parties. To give
ALECA time to gather the information and for the parties to analyze it, ALECA requests that the
May 1, 2008 filing deadline be extended until September 5, 2008, and that the May 8, 2008,
Procedural Conference be continued to September 12, 2008, or later. ALECA reports on information

and belief that there is no objection to the continuance as proposed.
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IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the telephonic Procedural Conference for the purpose
of deterrniriing‘procedures and a schedule for going forward currently set for May 8§, 2008, shall be
continued until September 12, 2008, at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as is practical, at the
Commission’s Tucson offices, Room 222, 400 West Congress, Tucson, 85701. The telephone
number for the Procedural Conference is (602) 542-9001.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the deadline to file the matrix of issues and procedural

| recommendations shall be extended until September 5, 2008. Such filing may be a joint filing, or

parties may file individual recommendations.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that pursuant to the provisions of the September 19, 2007,
Procedural Order that interested parties make an affirmative request to remain on the service
list for this matter, the service list as attached to this Procedural Order has been revised to
reflect those requests as well as modifications to previous contact information made to date. '

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that parties must comply with Rules 31 and 38 of the
Rules of the Arizona Supreme Court and A.R.S. § 40-243 with respect to practice of law and
admission pro hac vice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive
any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
