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BY THE COMMISSION:

On June 6, 2007, the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) issued Decision
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69639 in Docket No. E-204645A-06-0457. Decision 69639 ordered Southern California Edison
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Company (“SCE”) to remove “all wires, hardware conductors and ancillary equipment that
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could energize a second circuit” (“equipment”) from the double-circuit towers constructed in
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connection with SCE’s Devers to Palo Verde 1 (“DPV1”) transmission. Decision 69639
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ordered that removal of the equipment occur on or before June 6, 2008.
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On March 28, 2008, SCE filed a request for expedited consideration that the deadline for
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the required removal of the equipment be extended.

ORDER
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The Commission having considered the Applicant SCE’s filing for expedited
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consideration of its request to extend the time for removal of equipment ordered by Decision
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No. 69639, hereby grants an extension for compliance until September 5, 2008 to provide an
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opportunity for the Commission’s further consideration of this matter.
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In order to aid the Commission in its further consideration of this matter, the Applicant
SCE is hereby ordered to docket on or before June 6, 2008, a status report concerning:

(1) the permits reqpired by Bureau of Land Management to complete the removal of
equipment;

(2) environmental studies related to the removal of equipment, whether completed or
ongoing; and,

(3) plans SCE may have to file an application at the Commission for a reconfigured Palo
Verde Devers 2 project, including any studies related to the reconfigured project plans,

whether completed or ongoing.
