deficiencies in Johnson's application had not been corrected and that Staff recommended that the

On May 9, 2008, Johnson filed its response to Staff" s Insufficiency Letter

On June 3, 2008, Staff filed a Sufficiency Letter in this docket indicating that Johnson's

26 application had met the sufficiency requirements as outlined in the A.A.C

Pursuant to A.A.C. R14-3-101, the Commission now issues this Procedural Order to govern

If you would like to intervene, you must file a written motion to
intervene with the Commission, and you must send copies of the motion to the
Company or its counsel, and to all parties of record in the case. Your motion to
intervene must contain the following
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1. Your name, address, and telephone number, and the name, address, and
telephone number of any party upon whom documents are to be served in your
place, if desired;

2. A short statement of your interest in the proceeding (e.g., a customer of the
Company, a shareholder of the Company, etc.), and

3. A statement certifying that a copy of your motion to intervene has been mailed
to the Company or its counsel and to all parties of record in the case.

The granting of motions to intervene shall be governed by A.A.C. R14-3-105, except
thatall motions to intervene must be filed on or before July 21. 2008. The granting of
intervention, among other things, entitles a party to present sworn evidence at hearing
and to cross-examine other witnesses. However. failure to intervene wil.l not preclude
any person or entire from appearing at the hearing and making a statement on their
own behalf

23 publication of same, notwithstanding the failure of an individual property owner to read or receive

24 the notice

25 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Staff shall file a Staff Report on or before July 7, 2008

26 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any objections to the Staff Report shall be filed on or

27 before July 21, 2008

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1 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-l 13-Unauthorized

2 Communications) applies to this proceeding as the matter is set for public hearing.
