22 jointly tile this proposal to partition the hearing in this matter in order to facilitate an

23 organized presentation of cases, and to allow parties who are interested in particular

24 portions of the line or particular issues to participate at times when the particular portions

25 of the line or particular issues of interest to them are being discussed. The Joint Parties

25 propose partitioning the hearing as follows:

APS's entire direct case will be presented at the outset of the hearing, and cross

examination by all parties regarding all segments of its Proposed Route and

Alternative Routes will take place as each of APS's witnesses is presented.

Subsequent to APS's presentation of its direct case, the hearing will progress based

on three distinct geographic partitions. The three partitions are as follows:

Partition A: From the beginning of the line at TS- 5 to milepost 16.2, including

segments l and 2 of the Proposed Route, and Alterative Route #1 .

Partition B: From milepost 16.2 to the 179'*' Avenue alignment, including

segments 3 and 4 of the Proposed Route, and Alternative Route #2.

Partition C: from the 179"' Avenue alignment to the end of the line at TS-9,

including segments 41 and 5 of the Proposed Route, and Alternative Route

#3 •

The partitioning of the hearing is not meant to extend the hearing's duration, and

the parties understand that if one Partition ends, the following partition may begin

on the same day with no or minimal recess between Partitions.

Because the Arizona State Land Department holds property in all Partitions, but

may only take a position during the hearing regarding routing in Partition B, its

witness(es) will be presented during Partition B, but may be cross examined about

all Partitions at that time.

ACC Staff will present all its direct testimony regarding all Partitions after all

other interveners have presented their direct cases. Cross examination of the
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1 Segment 4 of the Proposed Route is included in both Partitions B and C because the necessity for this
segment is dependent on the routing selected for other portions of the line to the east and west of 179"' Avenue.
Thus, parties who are interested in routing at other points of both Partition B and C may wish to present evidence
regarding Segment 4 of the Proposed Route.
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ACC Staff witnesses will be permitted regarding all Partitions at that time.

Alter all interveners have presented their direct cases, APS may present rebuttal

witnesses regarding any or all aspects of the line without regard to Partitions.

Arizona Public Service Company has indicated that it has no objections to this

Joint Proposal.
