SSVEC hereby files its SunWatts program details and the agreement a customer must sign to

receive a SunWatts rebate for a qualified photovoltaic system ("PV"). SSVEC's agreement does

not require its customers to choose between a SunWatts rebate for the installation cost of a

qualified PV system and the payment for energy produced by a qualified PV system.

2) Where does the Sunwatts green power come from?

3) How can I enroll in this program?

7) Why does green power cost more than other power?
Renewable energy is still not widely used and is more

expensive to produce than 'rrdditionol sources. As
Technology improves, use will increase and development
costs will be driven down, Thus, access to renewable fuels
should become more economically otlroclive.

4) l'm enrolled in the Sunwotls Contribution Program.

I f  a
customer wishes to install batteries in their system, they will
not be eligible for a rebate.

9) How is this program being funded?
In 2002, pursuant to o ruling by the Arizona Corporation

Commission, SSVEC began charging its members on
environmental portfolio surcharge. This ranges from o
maximum of $1.30 per month per meter for residential
members and up to $150.00 per month for our large
business and industry customers. The revenue collected
from this surcharge is funding the $unWotts program. No
other SSVEC funds will be used for the Sunwotts program.

Failure
to hove on approved licensed contractor
perform the installation and certify the
system's output will result in refusal of the
rebate.

I . The Customer System components must be certified as meeting the requirements of
IEEE-929 - Recommended Practice for Utility Interface of Photoyoltoic Systems.

2. The Customer System Components must be certified as meeting the requirements of
UL-i741 - Power Conditioning Units for use in Residential Photovoltoic Power and be covered
by o non-proroted manufacturer's warranty of at Impost two years.

3. The Customer System design and installation must meet oil requirements of the latest
edition of the Notional Electrical Code (NEC), including Article 690 and dll grounding, con-
ductor, raceway, overcurrent protection, disconnect and Idbeling requirements.

4. The Customer System and installation must meet the requirements of all federal, stclte
and local building codes and dye been successfully inspected by the building official hov-
ing jurisdiction. To do so, the installation must be completed in accordance with the require-
ments of the latest edition of the NEC in effect in the jurisdiction where the instdllotion is being
complete, including, without limitation, Sections 200-6, 210-6, 230-70, 240-3, 250-26, 250-50,
250-122, dll of Article 690 pertaining to Solar Photovoltaic Systems, thereof, dll as amended
and superceded.

5. The Customer System must meet cooperative cm Arizona Corporation Commission
interconnection requirements for self-generotion equipment.

6. The Customer System instollotiorm must meet the cooperative Service Requirements as
follows:

"An AC disconnect means shall be provided on dll ungrounded AC conductors and
shall consist of o lockable gong-operoted disconnect clearly indicating open or
closed. The switch shall be visually inspected to determine that the switch is open. The
switch shall be clearly IdPeled stating "Photovoltaic System AC Disconnect."

7. All Customer System installations must be completed in Q professional, workman-like
and safe manner.

8. A licensed confrdctor, from the approved list provided by SSVEC, must be used. This list
s contained n The pocket. THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS.
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By signing below, I om assigning my rights associated with environmental credits to SSVEC.

I understand that as the owner of the equipment, I om fully responsible for the unit's operation cm
safety. I will pay for normal system maintenance did repairs to the unit, including labor.

I also agree to allow the distribution cooperative to inspect my unit after installation to ensure it
meets requirements set forth in the SunWotts Incentive Program Systems Qualifications documentation.
I agree that ssvEc is not in any way responsible for the unit, its safety, operation, insurance or repair.
