L On December 20 1995, in Decision No. 59431 the Comrmssmn granted Interchange
Water Company (“IWC?) a CC&N provide water service for an area contemplated for the master-
planned commumty of Rancho Sahuarita, located south of Tucson in lea County |

2. On November 2, 1999, in Decision No. 62032, the Commrssmn authonzed RSWC to
acquire IWC’s water system assets and its CC&N. At that point in trme, RWSC Vwas owned by
Sharpe & Associates, Inc., (“Sharpe”) and Interchange Opportunity Fund, L.L.L.P. (“Interchange”).

| 3. On June 25, 2004, the Commission authorized an extension of RSWC’s CC&N in

4, On October 15, 2007, RSWC notified the Comniission that Mission Peaks 4000 LLC,
a Nevada limited liability company (“Mission Peaks”)?, had acquired a 20 percent or greater

5. On October 18, 2007, RWSC filed Articles of Amendment with the Commission’s

Water Company, LL.C’s CC&N to Sahuarita Water Company, L.L.C.

Extension of CC&N

9, SWC’ seeks Commission authority to extend its service territory ‘to‘ include ‘
approximately 5,333 acres within its service area in order to provide water service to approxlmately,
20,300 additional customers. The proposed extension area is located near the Town of Sahuarita,
Pima County, southwest of SWC’s existing CC&N, and is not contiguous to SWC’s current
certificated area. The legal description of the proposed extension area is attached hereto as Exhibit
‘A

10. SWC is an Arizona corporation, in good standing with the Commission’s Corporations
Division, and provides water service to approximately 4,250 customers in the Rancho Sahuarita and
Rancho Resort residential communities.

11. SWC’s existing water system consists of two drinking water -wells producing a
combined total of 3,250 gallons per minute (“GPM”), three storage tanks with a total storage capa01ty |
of 2,550,000 gallons, and five pressure tanks. SWC owns only one of the two wells. The other is
owned by the Town of Sahuanta, but SWC holds a 99-year lease for the Town s well. |

12. SWC recelved arequest for service in the proposed extension area from Mission Peaks
by correspondence dated November 29, 2007. The Mission Peaks development covers 4,228 acres.
At build-out, Mrssron Peaks ant101pates providing water service to 15,000 resrdences cons1st1ng of

1300 On November 28, 2007, SWC received a wntten request for service W1th1n the
proposed extens1on area from Sahuarita Mission Partners (“Sahuarrta Mlssmn”) The Sahuarlta
Mission development covers 471 acres expected to consist of 3,000 single famlly homes.

14, On December 12, 2007, SWC received a written reqnest for service ’within the
proposed extension area from the Arizona State Land Department (“ASLD”). The ASLD ,
development covers 634 acres expected to consist 0f 2,300 single-family homes.

, 15.  Regarding the ASLD property, the Mission Peaks witness, Matthew Lawson, testified
that the owner of Mission Peaks, American Nevada Company (“ANC”) (See Footnote #2), is
working with ASLD to develop the ASLD property. ANC is in the process of getting all the
necessary zoning approvals and when that is complete, ASLD will put the land up for auction. Mr.
Lawson states that, because it is a public auction, ANC is not guaranteed to acquire the property. (See
Transcript of August 7, 2008, Hearing, page 20.)

16.  Mr. Lawson stated that even if ANC is not the successful bidder for the ASLD
property, he anticipates that the land would still be developed because of the development momentum
created by the Mission Peaks project. (Tr. Pg. 20-21.) ‘

17.  Mr. Lawson expected the zoning process for the ASLD land to be completed late 2008 | |
or early 2009. Mr. Lawson testified that, once that is complete, ASLD will begm the process of
offering the property at public auction; a process which takes approximately one year. (Tr. Pg 23.) |
Mr. Lawson testlﬁed further that, because the current plan is for the ASLD land to be part of the third
phase of development the fact that the ASLD land might not £0 to pubhc auctlon for at least two
years would not impede the other phases of the project from movmg forward as planned (Tr. Pg 31 )

18.  In its Staff Report, Staff noted that no part of the proposed extension area 1s'
contiguous to SWC’s current certrﬁcated area. However, the Mission Peaks portion of the proposed :

21.  Further, Staff notes that no other utility companies or individuals' haVe filed | i
applications to intervene in this matter. |

22. SWC anticipates that development within the proposed CC&N extension area wili
occur in three phases beginning with the Mission Peaks project. The Mission Peaks project is
anticipated to be implemented in three phases, the ﬁrst of which is expected to begin serving
customers in approximately late 2010. The second phase is anticipated to begin in 2015, and the third
phase (which consists of the third phase of thc Mission Peaks project, the Sahuarita Mission project
and the ASLD project), is anticipated to begin in 2020. (Tr. Pg. 32)

23.  To serve the requested extension area, SWC proposes to install within five years new‘ :
plant including, but not limited to: 1) one new 1,500 GPM well; 2) three 600,000 gallonSStOrageﬁ
tanks; 3) one 2,500 GPM booster station; 4) one 1,700 GPM booster station; 5) one 2,300‘GP,M
booster station; and 6) one 3,300 GPM booster station and transmission mains.

24.  Staff concludes that these plant facilities will provide SWC with sufficient capacity to
serve the requested extension area. Staff further concludes that it is reasonable to /assume that SWC
will develop additional capacity as needed to meet future growth in the requested extension area.

25. SWC submitted an Opinion of Probable Constructlon Costs prepared by Westland
Resources Inc., which consisted of a description of the proposed new water system and estimated
plant costs totahng $16,533,375 over the next five years. (See Exhibit A 10 ) ’

28, Staff notes that in Dec1s1on No. 62032 (November 2, 1999) the Comm1s51on
authorized an Off—s1te Facilities Hook-up Fee Tariff. Pursuant to this tariff, SWC must obtain hook-
up fee contributions-in-aid-of-construction determined by meter size and number of connections. The
amount collected from the hook-up fee is to be deposited into a trust account and used to,ﬁnance the
construction vof off-site facilities. The hook-up fee tariff states that the purpose of such a fee is “to
equitably apportion the costs of off-site water facility developments to serve [SWC’s] Service Area
among all new service connections in that karea.” (Exhibit S-2, Amended Staff Report dated A"ugust
20, 2008, pg. 4.) | |

29, . Staff concludes that a company may not use a combination of off-site service
agreements and hook-up fees for neW infrastructure. Once a company has an approved hook;up, fee,
this is the method of funding new off-site infrastructure requirements, in addition to investment by
the company, if needed | |

30. As such, Staff recommends that off-site mfrastructure for ne\iv connections should be
funded through hook-up fees and not off—srte facilities agreements.

31. On August 25, 2008 Mission Peaks filed a late- ﬁled exhibit settmg forth the intended
water conservation practices regarding the developmentof its property. Mission Peaks will construct
a Water ‘Reclamation Facility, and reclaimed water from sewer ﬂowsk will be used to irrigate
landscape for parks, schools, road medlans and other pubhc areas, According to Mission Peaks,
landscaping will mcorporate Xenscape landscapmg techmques using natlve and drought resistant
plants, and plumbing ﬁxtures will be low flow plumbing fixtures that will meet or exceed plumbmg
code requirements.

It has come to the
Commission’s attention that a number of water companies have been unwilling or unable to fulﬁll "
their obligation to pay the taxes that were collected from its ratepayers, some for as many as twenty ‘
years. It is reasonable, therefore, that as a preventive measure SWC shall annually file, as part of its
annual report, an affidavit with the Commission’s Utilities Division attesting that the company 1s

current in paying its property taxes in Arizona.
