27 survey efforts of The Summit Group be and hereby is denied.

28 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that SRP' s request for a procedural order that discovery

material not be made indiscriminately available to the Committee members be and hereby is granted.
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2 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent that SRP's Request for Procedural

3 Conference seeks a protective order with regard to Intervenor Cathy Lopez' request for

4 communications between SRP and its customers including e-mail communications, that request be

5 and hereby is denied without prejudice to refiling in accordance with this Procedural Order.

6 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that , to the extent that Intervenor Cathy Lopez' response to

7 SRP' s request for Procedural Order seeks an order compelling discovery, that request be and hereby

8 is denied without prejudice to refiling in accordance with this Procedural Order.

9 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all parties shall file, no later than October 20, 2000, lists

10 of all witnesses (including areas of testimony) and exhibits intended to be utilized at the hearing,

l l which may be supplemented based on discovery responses received after October 20, 2000, and that

12 no witnesses or exhibits may be used at the hearing other than those listed in accordance with this

13 Procedural Order.

14 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, to the extent practicable, all parties shall file, no later than

15 October 20, 2000, copies of all exhibits to be utilized at the hearing, which may be supplemented

16 based on discovery responses received after October 20, 2000.

17 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that no requests for discovery may be issued after October 20,

18 2000, and that the issuing party shall ensure that all requests for discovery are delivered to the

19 recipient no later than October 20, 2000.

20 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all responses to discovery requests shall be provided no

21 later than October 25, 2000.

22 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all motions to compel discovery, or seeldng protection

23 from discovery, shall be filed no later than October 18, 2000, and shall specifically identify the

24 discovery which is sought, or the discovery from which protection is sought. The moving party shall

25 confer with the opposing party to attempt to resolve discovery disputes, and the motion shall contain

26 a statement by the moving party of all efforts taken to resolve the discovery dispute. For discovery
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disputes arising after October 18, 2000, motions to compel discovery or seeldng protection form

discovery shall be filed no later than October 24, 2000.
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, in the event that the hearing in this matter does not

conclude on October 25, 2000, it shall continue and be reconvened on November 1, 2000, at the

Dobson Ranch Inn, 1666 South Dobson Road, Mesa, Arizona 85202.
