PROCEDURAL ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:
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12 On October 22, 2007, Consumer Telecom, Inc. ("CTI" or "Company"), filed with the Arizona

13 Corporation Commission ("Commission") its application for Certificate of Convenience and

14 Necessity to Provide Resold Long Distance Telecommunications Services ("Application").

15 On November 4, 2008, the Commission's Utilities Division Staff ("Staflf") filed its Staff

16 Report recommending approval of CTI's Application.

17 Included in CTI's Application as Attachment C is the draft of the Publication Notice.

18 However, CTI has not provided an Affidavit of Publication indicating that it has published that

19 Publication Notice in all counties where the Company is requesting authority to provide sewice.1

20 Additionally, clarification is needed regarding whether Staff recommends that CTI must

21 provide a performance bond.2

22 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that CTI shall file an Affidavit of Publication for its

23 Application on or before January 9, 2009.
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1 The Staff Report indicates that CTI published notice on October I, 2007. However, the only Affidavit of Publication
provided by the Company is for its Application for Authority to Transact Business in Arizona, in Attachment A to the
Application.

2 Page two of the Staff Report has a checked box stating, "[t]he applicant is required to have a performance bond to
provide resold interexchange service in the State of Arizona." However, on page three of the Staff Report, Staff states that
CTI is required to have a performance bond only if the Company wants to collect advances, deposits and/or prepayments
from its customers. These statements seem to conflict.
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1 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Staff shall file an Amended Staff Report reflecting the

2 correct publication date and clarifying whether a performance bond is required of CTI on or before

4 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the timeclock in this matter is extended until March 6,
